-Terminal commands
From last class: pwd, cd, ls, man (commands for Terminal program)

To create directory: >mkdir [directory Name]

To remove directory: >rmdir [director Name]   ( this works only if directory empty

For ordinary files (anything that is not a director)
Prints File to screen: > cat [fileName]
Prints file to screen but allows you to scroll through with keyboard: >less [fileName]

(“q” quits, spacebar for page down, “[image: image1.png]


” for line up)

Text editors to create File include:

-Nano

-Vi

-Emacs

-Xemacs

-Gedit

To copy a file:

>cp [fileName1] [fileName2]

If fileName1 and fileName2 are ordinary files, content of fileName1 copied and either:
(a) if fileName2 does not exist, the copied content is stored as fileName2 

(b) Overwrite of fileName2 otherwise.

If filename1 is ordinary file and fileName2 is a directory, will get a copy of all contents in fileName1 in fileName2 directory.
>cp … (tab) ( where “…” refers to first few letters of a file Name (this command useful if you have a file Name that is very long and you don’t want to type out the entire Name)

Copying directories: >cp –R [directoryName1] [directoryName2]

Moving Files: 

>mv [fileName1] [fileName2] (fileName1 can be ordinary file or directory)

If fileName2 is a directory, fileName1 moved in to fileName2 directory.

If fileName1 and fileName2 are ordinary files

(a) fileName2 gets deleted

(b) fileName1 gets re-named as fileName2 (contents of fileName1 not changed)

>rm –R –f [fileName] ( completely removes directory (incld files contained within)

>rm [fileName] ( deletes File

note: [fileName] in all cases mentioned above can also be a directory of that file

e.g. A file called tester is saved in home/jsmith/2008/COMP364

Therefore if we want to  remove our file, for example, command can be written in one of two ways:

rm tester

 OR
   rm home/jsmith/2008/COMP364
